	General Uniform Guidance
	· All items including shirts, trousers, shoes, plimsolls and trainers should be plain, regulation school uniform standard items with no logos (only school logo), embellishments or additional design or fashion elements.
· It is essential that every item should be named, as most items look alike.
· Shoes should be plain, flat, black school shoes.   Boots and trainers can be worn to and from school but pupils should change while in school.   No open toed shoes to be worn.
· A painting apron or old shirt will help to protect clothes from paint or clay.  

	Hair, jewellery, mobile telephones etc.
	· All pupils with shoulder length or long hair should be tied back.
· Extreme hairstyles (ie: cutting a design or logo into the hair) and added colour are not permitted.
· Small, plain, neutral coloured hair accessories are permitted.
· Pupils may not wear jewellery but may wear a watch that does not make a noise. Smart watches are not permitted  
· One pair of plain stud earrings for pierced ears are allowed, however these must be removed for games/PE.
· Pupils who must have a mobile phone (to communicate with parents after school) must hand it in on arrival.
· None of the following are allowed: nail varnish, fake nails, make-up, stick-on tattoos.

	· Sun hats: plain white or navy are allowed.
· Only prescription sunglasses are permitted
· Note that in the summer, sun cream should be applied before coming to school.  
· Woolen hats, gloves and scarves are allowed.
· Coats should be plain and preferably have a hook to ensure that they stay on your child’s peg.
